Kass is concerned about medicine’s  
technological march even though  

much of it is good.  
 

His issue is the movement from curing  
medical problems to entering a brave new  
world with us lying on the operating table.  



Kass lists a long inventory of concerns:  
the pill, in vitro fertilization, bottled embryos, 
surrogate wombs, cloning, genetic screening, 

genetic manipulation, organ harvesting, 
mechanical spare parts, chimeras, brain 

implants, Ritalin, Viagra, Prozac, etc. 



Kass mentions Brave New World  
and 1984 and the dystopia. 

 
Kass references Huxley’s brave new world as  

“living under the gentle hand of humanitarianism 
rendered fully competent by genetic manipulation, 
psychoactive drugs, hypnopaedia (sleep-teaching), 

high-tech amusements.” 



Huxley’s world is devoid of problems, wars,  
diseases, psych disorders, grief, and sorrow. 

 
However, this world now majors  

in mediocrity and numbness.  
 

Kass concludes, “Brave New Man is  
so dehumanized that he does not even  

recognize what has been lost.” 



Kass bemoans the American seeming 
indifference to addressing this issue 
when it has in the passed addressed 

other threats to our future.   
 

We dealt with the dehumanization by 
the Nazis and the USSR.  

 
It should be noted that it took quite 

sometime for us to engage both of them. 
    



We have stopped some of Kass’ concerns.  
The US cannot create a plutonium-powered  
heart and commercial trafficking of organs  

for transplantation.   
 

Having said that, we have not dealt directly  
with cloning.  We have more or less mastered 

animal cloning such as with sheep, pigs, goats,  
mice, etc.

In addition, while the cloned animal or 

person has the DNA of it parents, it will not 
have the same life experiences.

Kass is totally against cloning of people,  
but he does not close the door on cloning embryos. 

 
He raises the issue of problems with clones  

being normal…animals often have deformities, 
disabilities, and other medical issues. 

 
 
 



In addition, there are psych issues  
such as who the clone is.  Also, Kass raises  

an interesting question: would you wish  
to be a clone?
